Dear Sir/Madam,

The Legislative Assembly of the Province of Prince Edward Island recently established a Special
Committee on Climate Change under the terms of Motion 37 (attached). The motion calls on the
committee to explore options available to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, to engage with the public
and government in doing sa, and to make fully costed recommendations on how PEI can best meet its
emissions reduction targets.

Climate change affects all aspects of society and daily life. It has impécted Island communities,
ecosystems, industries, and resources, and will continue to do so. The negative effects will grow in
intensity if efforts to mitigate them are lacking, and it is up to everyone to work toward solutions. With
this in mind, the special committee has decided to seek input broadly across the Island from
organizations, businesses, individuals and other groups. The committee is interested in views on how PEI
could best reduce its greenhouse gas emissions, and how to engage Islanders so that we may all pull in
the same direction.

The Town of North Rustico has been identified as one such organization from which the committee
would value input. This input may be specific to your particular sector, or more broadly applicable, as
you see fit. Submitting accompanying material to support your views, such as evidence of the
effectiveness and/or cost of particular climate change mitigation efforts, is encouraged. At present the
committee wishes to receive input in writing.
