Council approved that four LTD loans (2 Sewer & Water,1 Town, 1 Wellness Centre) be 
renewed for 5 years at 4.84% and further approve the CAO and Mayor complete contracts 
required to fulfill this resolution.

Notice to Residents 
The Town of North Rustico Sewer & Water Utility will be submitting an application to IRAC for 
an increase to the Sewer& Water Tariffs. Sewer Tariffs have remained at $350 per year since 
2004 and Water Tariffs have been $300 per year since 2013. Due to aging infrastructure 
maintenance costs this year on Sewer alone have risen to over $36,000 ($28,000 over 
budget). More information for residents will come from IRAC as they review the application and 
move through the process.
